Request for Proposals 
2011-2012
The Clackamas Career and Technical Education Consortium (C-TEC) is accepting Credit for Proficiency grant proposals for the 2011-2012 school year.  Credit for Proficiency grants are available to teams from high schools in Clackamas County.   

Credit for Proficiency under this grant is defined as offering academic credit through a Career and Technical Education (CTE) course or courses.

OBJECTIVES:
The Credit for Proficiency in CTE grants provide resources and support to work toward implementing Credit for Proficiency for academic credit in a CTE course or courses.  Funds can support professional development, teacher release time, and other activities that lead to implementing Credit for Proficiency.  
Example allowable activities include but are not limited to:

· Attending professional development activities related to Credit for Proficiency
· Release time, substitutes, curriculum pay to allow teachers to work together on curriculum, assessment, etc. 
· Contracting with a Credit for Proficiency coach or mentor to support teachers
Non-allowable activities include:
· Equipment or supplies for classrooms

· Classroom Textbooks
· Anything non allowable as a Perkins expense
FUNDING:
The maximum amount funded per proposal is $5,000.
ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS:

Proposals must:  
1. Be submitted by a program or project that meets one of the following:
· An ODE approved CTE Program of Study, or 
· An emerging CTE Program of Study with a documented plan to be an ODE approved CTE Program of Study 2011-2012 
2. Be complete – Answer questions 1 – 7 on the next page and provide all requested information
3. Include a completed “Commitment to Credit for Proficiency Work” (attached)
RECOMMENDED CRITERIA:
Proposals that meet the following criteria will be given priority consideration for funding.

· Demonstrate a clear plan and path for implementing Credit for Proficiency

· Reasonable costs for proposed activities and accomplishments
APPLICATION PROCESS AND TIME LINES:

· Application available Wednesday, August 17, 2011
· Submit proposal by Friday, September 30, 2011 
· Notification of grant approval by Friday, October 14, 2011
· Grants begin October 1, 2011
· Funds must be expended by June 30, 2012.

SUBMIT ANSWERS TO THE FOLLOWING QUESTIONS/PROMPTS: 

1. Name of school(s) and the instructor(s) submitting the proposal

2. Identify the ODE approved CTE Program(s) and academic subjects involved in the proposal

3. Provide a grant summary (brief description of the project). What are you proposing to do?  How will you use the funds?
4. What outcomes do you expect as a result of your project?

5. Provide a timeline of activities and persons responsible in order to complete the project and accomplish the outcomes.

6. Provide a project budget
7. Include “Commitment to Credit for Proficiency Work” signed by all parties (copy boxes for additional teachers)

Applications are due by 4:30 pm, Friday September 30, 2011
Applications received after this date will be given consideration as funding allows.
